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What do I do for this?

You will pretend to be the editor of the book series called “A Guide to….”    You will create a brochure that provides answers and explains all of the questions below.  You must include written paragraphs, images with captions, maps and charts.  

 

Advice!—Do not expect the answers to just appear! Sometimes they will but in most cases you are expected to read and formulate your own thought about answers.  You will not find all the answers in one place.  You are expected to visit all the sites listed, read and explore them.  Only through a full exploration of these sites will you be able to synthesize the information and formulate your answers.  DO NOT CUT AND PASTE ANSWERS. PURE PLAGIARISM WILL RESULT IN A FAILING GRADE.   However, you may cut and past images, but please provide the source of the images and give credit to the photographer if possible.

 

Choose any 4 searches/questions below to address, examine, and explain in your brochure.  

 

1. Create a map of Afghanistan that labels:

a. all of the major regions within the country, 

b. at least 5 major cities including its capital 

c. any of the country’s major rivers and mountain ranges.  

d. Your answer must also provide a global perspective as to where Afghanistan is by showing its relation to its neighboring countries as well other more distant countries, including America.  

 

2. Provide a social context.  Identify several of the major ethnic groups within the country and briefly explain aspects of their culture or beliefs. 

 

3. Briefly identify and explain the major religion in Afghanistan.  Be sure to explain several basic tenets/beliefs of the religion.  Also, learn about and explain what a Sunni and Shi’a are?  How are the beliefs of these groups similar and different?  What is the relationship between these factions of Islam (Shia’ and Sunni) and the ethnic groups Pashtun and Hazara?

 

4. Locate and provide pictures on modern as well as traditional clothing for men and women.  Provide captions that explain what is being shown.

 

5. Under strict interpretation of Islamic Law and enforcement by the Taliban women were forced to wear what?  Provide a picture and brief description.  Explain the reason for forcing this attire.

 

6. Create a brief overview/timeline of historical events in Afghanistan from 500BC to present.  Focus on and provide some explanation of the Soviet invasion, the rise of the Taliban (Freedom Fighters), the exodus of Afghan Refugees and the current state of the country.

 

7.  What role does a women play in the Afghanistan culture?  What are they expected to do and in what ways are they treated fairly and unfairly?  How are women seen in the society?  What is the status of women rights in the country?

 

8.  Explain why many Afghanis fled the country and became refugees.  Where did they go, why did they leave and what became of many of them.

 

9.  Provide a collage of images that will help to create a visual of the culture and the country.
