Parent activities (such as Grade Level Parent Nights, Panther PAC meetings, music programs) and
workshops (such as for volunteers and tutors) will be coordinated and integrated with other programs when
available and will be offered using flexible scheduling (morning, afternoon, evening).

Additional workshops will be conducted as indicated by need or interest. Articles and/or brochures that
address ways parents can help their children be more successful in school, are sent home, made available
in the office, and provided on Riverbend’s website.

lll.  Procedures for Parents to Become Teachers and Supporters

Parents are encouraged to communicate through the use of agenda books, phone calls, parent
conferences, parent newsletters, and progress reports. These methods of communication provide
opportunities for parents to make suggestions and be a part of decisions relating to their child’s education.
Parents are aware of student accountability at all grade levels.
