1. CADET IMPACT GOALS

• All cadets will have at least a 70 in all their classes by the end of the

• Enlisted must maintain an unweighted GPA of at least a 2.85 or 

higher.

1. SCHOOL IMPACT GOALS

• Recruit 35 new cadets and retain 90% of current cadets by March 

registration deadline

• 50% of our cadets participate in school clubs/sports outside of 

JROTC by April 10th 2022. 

1. COMMUNITY IMPACT GOALS

• 85% of all cadets will have 16 community service hours by April 10th 

2022.
