Financial Aid Terminology 

Aid Package: The combination of financial aid (loans, scholarships, 
grants, work-study) determined by the financial aid office of a college or 
university. 

Award Letter: An official document issued by a school's financial aid office    
listing all the financial aid awarded to the student. The award letter includes        
information about the cost of attendance and terms and conditions for the         
financial aid. 

COA (Cost of Attendance): The total cost of attending a post-secondary       
institution for one academic year. This usually includes tuition, fees, room, board, 
supplies, transportation, and personal expenses. 

EFC (Expected Family Contribution): Amount a family is expected to         
contribute to a student's education, based on family earnings, net assets, savings, 
size of family, and number of students in college. 

Financial Aid Award Letter: A letter detailing total amount of financial aid for 
which a student is eligible. 

Financial Need/Eligibility: The difference between the Cost of Attendance 
(COA) at a college and the Expected Family Contribution (EFC). 

SAR (Student Aid Report): A report, summarizing financial and other               
information reported on the FAFSA, sent to a student by the federal government. 
The student's financial aid need is indicated by the Expected Family Contribution 
(EFC), which is printed on the document. 

Completed the FAFSA—Now What? 
 

• Now Federal Student Aid will process your application and send you a  

student aid report (SAR). 

• An electronic copy of your SAR is made available to the school’s you’ve 

listed on your FAFSA. 

A Student Aid Report (SAR) is a document you will receive after your FAFSA is processed. Your SAR 
will list all of the answers you provided on your FAFSA. You should review these answers carefully to 
make sure they are correct. 

TIP: If you need to make any changes, select Make Corrections to a Processed FAFSA under the 
FAFSA Follow-Up section of the home page. You can also make corrections on the paper SAR, if you 
received one, and mail it back to the address provided. 

Your SAR will contain your Expected Family Contribution (EFC), which measures your family’s       
financial strength and is used to determine your eligibility for federal student aid. Your school will use 
this number to determine how much financial aid you are eligible to receive based on your 
school’s cost of attendance.

Selecting a Financial Aid Package 

* How to Make the Big Decision * 
 

Now come the letters you've been waiting for: financial aid award letters. It is your task to sit down with 

your family and determine which aid award best meets your needs. While it may be tempting to jump at 

good news, you should wait until award letters from all the colleges come in before you make a decision. 
 

• Don’t miss the deadlines! 

• First, be sure you understand the terms in each letter and are able to compare the 

awards.  (Visit www.collegeboard.com to use the “Compare Your Aid Awards” tool). 

• Contact your school’s financial aid office if the aid package for your first-choice 

school is not enough. 

• Once you have made a decision, you should carefully reread the entire aid award letter and   

accompanying materials to be sure you have filled in all the requested information. Sign the 

award letter and return the requested materials by the deadline. 

• Notify the other colleges that you are declining their offers of aid so the awards can go to other 

students. 

• Find out how and when the aid will be disbursed, how much aid will be applied directly to the bill, 

and how much the first bill will be so you can plan for the coming months.
