AP Calculus AB is a college-level course equivalent to about three quarters of a year of calculus at most universities. The course is based on the College Board's Advanced Placement Calculus AB curriculum, whose purpose is "developing understanding of the concepts of calculus and providing experience with its methods and applications."  This course progresses at a very fast pace, covering the greatest breadth and depth of topics. Students are expected to have mastered the skills and thoroughly understood the concepts covered in prior courses. They are expected to have retained this past knowledge, which will generally not be reviewed in the course. Mathematical concepts are often introduced at an abstract and theoretical level. New ideas are often developed through student investigation with minimal guidance from the teacher. Students will be expected to apply their knowledge to open-ended and non-routine problems. Students will sometimes be expected to learn material by reading the textbook and/or solving problems on their own. Typical classes include minimal review of homework and previously covered material. Students are expected to be highly self-motivated, taking the fullest responsibility for their own learning and seeking help when needed. The course is designed to meet the needs of a student who thrives in a more independent learning environment.  Also, it is important that every student be actively involved in class, during both lectures and group work. It is everyone's responsibility to make academic contributions and to help others learn.

A graphing calculator is an essential tool for this course, used for class work, homework, many tests, and the AP exam. The Mathematics Department strongly recommends owning a graphing calculator. Students who do not already have one are encouraged to get a calculator in the TI-83 or TI-84 family.

Finally, students are required to take the College Board's Board’s AP Calculus Test, which can be used to obtain college credit or placement at many universities. The format of the 3 1/4-hour exam is 50% multiple choice, 50% written response, with each part subdivided into calculator and non-calculator sections. The exam will be in the spring.  The fee is approximately $80; partial fee waivers are available based on financial need
