1.  Frequent writing assignments

2.  College-level expectations regarding study habits, initiative, commitment, and quality of 

work.

3.  Steady load of challenging reading:  prose, poetry, and drama

4.  Students will be required to take the AP English Literature and Composition exam in May

AP English Description, Requirements, and Application
The Advanced Placement English course features challenging reading assignments along with an emphasis on analytical writing.  Because of the difficulties of this class, AP English carries a two quality point bonus (an A is worth 6 points, rather than 4, for calculating GPA).  The class also carries a requirement that all enrolled students take the AP English exam offered in May of each year.
