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$ Elon University Scholarship Opportunities: 

Elon Teaching Fellows Program 
Our Elon Teaching Fellows Program is a four-year sequenced, developmental and           
transformational $28,500 scholarship opportunity for the preparation of teachers who will    
become leaders in the field.  After applying to Elon, students may apply to the Fellows       
Programs until the deadline of January 10, 2018.  Elon Teaching Fellows participate in      
purposely designed enrichment experiences such as two winter term travel courses, a faculty 
mentored inquiry project, and a full semester abroad of study in New Zealand which includes 
a five-week internship in a local school. 
 

North Carolina Teaching Fellows Program—Elon University was recently selected as one 
of the five partner institutions for the new North Carolina Teaching Fellows program.  This 
competitive program provides merit-based forgivable loans of $8,250 a year for up to four 
years to highly-qualified students committed to teaching special education or a STEM 
(Science, Technology, Engineering or Mathematics) field in a North Carolina public school.

are that the applicant be enrolled, for the academic year following the award, in a degree        
program in an accredited American institute of post-secondary education, and be a resident of 
the area of a participating local group of American Mensa. For the general awards, the applicant 
need not be a member of Mensa nor qualified for Mensa, and the general awards are               
unrestricted as to age, race, gender, level of post-secondary education and financial need. To 
apply for a scholarship, visit http://www.mensafoundation.org/scholarships The application    
deadline is January 15, 2018!  

$ ACT Student Champion Award—The ACT Student Champion Award recognizes one student in 

each state who is tenacious and persistent, no matter the challenge, and is prepared for life after 
high school with a goal in mind and plan in place.  ACT Student Champions receive a $500     
non-renewable scholarship, certificate, plaque, and state-level recognition.  Students in the   
graduating class of 2018 who have taken the ACT who fit the following criteria are encouraged to 
apply:  
 *A student who has overcome challenges and can articulate education and career actions 

 *Students must have a composite ACT score of a 22 on a single test date or a 3.0 or greater 
  on a 4.0 scale 
 *Preference will be given to underrepresented and/or first-generation college students. 

Applications 
are due December 31, 2017, and champions will be notified on or before April 2, 2018. If 
applicants are under the age of 18, they must complete this form in addition to the application.
