$ NAVY ROTC Scholarships—Please let your counselor know if you are interested in a Navy ROTC Scholarship so 

that we can set up a meeting with our local recruiter.  The typical SAT score needed is 1150 for combined Critical 
Reading and Math or a ACT composite score of 24.   

This scholarship 

works in conjunction with any other grants or scholarships   students receive to completely cover the cost of tuition.  If 
you are interested in attending Berea College—please see your counselor!!!
