Morehead-Cain Scholarship at UNC-Chapel Hill—Applications are available in the

Counseling Center. You must sign up & take an application to let us know you are interested.
The applications are due in Counseling Center by Wednesday—September 21st at 3pm. The
Scholarship Committee will then meet to decide THS’s 3 school nominees. Those who are not
chosen as the school’s nominations can self-nominate online.

Park Scholarship at NCSU—Appilications are available in the Counseling Center. You

DAR Good Citizens Scholarship—This scholarship is based on a two part application.

1) Students are asked how they have tried to manifest the qualities of a good citizen. This part is
completed at home and is to be submitted together with a grade transcript and two letters of
recommendation. 2) Students are required to write a timed essay with prompt under the
supervision of the School Counselor. Each entry is evaluated by independent, non DAR judges.
The wining entry is advanced through state and national levels of judging. IF you would like to be
considered for this scholarship, please let your school counselor know by October 1, 2016.

Roanoke College Scholars Program—To apply, students must visit www.roanoke.edu/scholars
by October 15th for the November competition or January 9th for the February Competition.

Davidson College Scholarships— If you are interested in attending Davidson College and you

are interested in John Montgomery Belk Scholarship—oplease let your counselor know by
October 15!

Please note that our
application process involves two separate steps and two different dates, and all
applicants must take both steps and meet both deadlines, to be eligible: 1) Thomas Wolfe
Scholarship applicants must apply to the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill by

the University's October 15th, 2016. EARLY admission deadline and must meet all academic
requirements for EARLY admission; and 2) Scholarship applicants must also apply to The
Thomas Wolfe Scholarship, with the deadline for submissions to the Scholarship being
November 15th, 2016 (submissions must be postmarked by that date). These are two distinct
application processes and require different forms and separate mailings.
