Food Distribution 

Our buses will begin running their regular morning route to deliver bagged breakfasts and 
lunches to students on Monday, March 23rd.  Your student may obtain a meal(s) at the 
bus stop close to the time the bus typically picks up your child for school.  For example, if 
the bus stops for your child between 6:30 am and 6:40 am on a regular school day, you 
can expect food delivery at that time or slightly later.  Alternatively, you may pick up 
breakfast/lunch in the bus lane on Tuscola’s campus Monday through Friday 11 am - 1 
pm.  All children ages 1-18 are eligible to receive a bagged lunch.  

 

Chromebook Distribution 

If your child does not have a device available at home to complete online work and you 
were not able to pick up a Chromebook during distribution last week, it is not too late. 
Call THS at 456-2408, provide your name, and the time you will be able to obtain the 
device between the hours of 8:00 am 3:00 pm  At the time requested, someone will meet 
you in the lobby to complete the paperwork.  Checking out a Chromebook requires a 
student to be accompanied by their guardian.  Also, if your child needs to obtain physical 
materials from a teacher, we ask that you coordinate with that teacher to deliver those 
items to the office so that all items are delivered to you simultaneously.

This is one of my favorite lines by one of my favorite characters.  If I can find any way to describe the events of the last 
few weeks, there is no better way to start than to describe it as an exercise in exceptions.  There is no playbook for the 
decisions that we have faced in the last few days, and these decisions have weighed heavily on the hearts of 
administrators, teachers, parents, and students. Last Thursday morning, students came to school getting ready for 
scheduled ROTC and band events, choral concerts, and spring athletic contests.  We finish this week with schools closed 
and events canceled. The majority of our students and staff have also quickly transitioned to an online learning 
environment. 
 
We still face significant uncertainty on how long the current status will last.  There will be growing pains as we go through 
this transition, and we ask that you bear with us.  I can’t begin to tell you how proud I am of our students, as so many of 
them have embraced this sudden change.   I couldn’t ask for a harder working group of teachers and staff, as many of 
them have teamed up to help this transition go as smoothly as possible.  Faculty and staff continue working together to 
get google classroom’s setup, helping pass out chrome books to parents and students, and voicing genuine concern for 
the well-being of their students.  
 
Every day, we are working to increase opportunities to provide meals to students that might need it.  My hope is that we 
can continue this as long as it is both practical and possible.  While school looks much different this week than it did last 
week, know that many of those services that we provide to students are still available. If you need to talk with your 
counselor, your teacher, or an administrator, we can arrange it.  If we can help ease the burden that you’re feeling during 
this season of our lives, please reach out. Know that this will pass.  While we don’t have all of the answers to your 
questions, we have not forgotten, nor do we take our responsibility lightly to help you or your child graduate high school 
well prepared for the world that they will enter.
