SENIORS: Do Not Order your FINAL TRANSCRIPT using this form. THS will send your final transcript (free of charge) after 2019-20 grades are finalized to the school you indicated on your SENIOR SURVEY. You will also be provided with an “unofficial copy” of your transcript when you come back to pick up your diploma after graduation. If your school selection changes after you complete your senior survey, please notify your counselor BEFORE these are sent out.  If you change schools during the 2020-21 school year (or after), you will use the online transcript request form to send a new transcript. 
A few Seniors have still not completed the SENIOR SURVEY.  This is required for state reporting!  Please do so at https://forms.gle/ytqSt3QVfJmsqvNZ7


SENIORS:  Don’t forget!
Typically MAY 1 is the “decision day”—when colleges / universities expect you to “save your spot.”  CHECK WITH YOUR SCHOOL!  (SOME have moved up the official acceptance date to June 1 this year.) Regularly check your email AND the school’s student portal, most often used to push out information AND submit student information.  In the coming weeks they will want you to sign up for orientation, learn about scheduling classes for the fall, accept financial aid offers, select a dorm & meal plan (if you are living on campus), submit medical / health information (such as immunizations) If you have any questions, DO NOT HESITATE to contact the school’s admissions OR financial aid offices.

JUNIORS:  Please remember!
· Your ACT scores are available. To access your scores go to https://global.act.org/content/global/en/products-and-services/the-act-non-us/scores.html.

· If you were planning to take the ACT (again) or the SAT, please go to the ACT website and the SAT website to see what their plans are for offering upcoming exams this summer and next fall.
