*Restroom Policy:

*Cell Phone Policy:

This is a
campus wide policy. 1st offense is a warning, followed by office referrals.

Disciplinary Action:
1st offense: verbal warning
2nd offense: 20-minute detention before/after school or during lunch. Students will work
in the choral library or work on a supplemental assignment during this time
3rd offense: call home
4th offense: office referral

**At any point, Mrs. Yates may call home or make an office referral pending the behavior.
