Things to think about

Keep up with daily work, both in-class and homework -
math gets hard when one falls behind

Be present! There is a direct correlation between those
who struggle and those who miss a lot of school

Ask questions when needed - use the help board if you are
shy or not comfortable speaking out in class

If you start to struggle DO NOT take comfort in grouping
with struggling students — DO get help and get caught up
immediately.

It is a proven fact that one remembers much more when
they teach others - take the math you learned and teach it
to a parent, pet, or a plant.

Humans learn best by making a mistake and learning from it. If you don’t try,
you don’t make mistakes; in turn, you don’t learn nearly as much as you could.
