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STUDENT APPEARANCE
WMS regulations require a student to attend school in “appropriate” dress.  Any clothing or attire with profanity, slogans, or designs that promote and encourage drugs, alcohol, tobacco, gangs, or racial prejudice will be forbidden.  Shoes must be worn at all times for health and safety reasons.  Girls and boys are not allowed to wear headgear in the buildings.  This includes caps, scarves, hoods, bandanas, etc.  Any clothing related to gang dress will not be tolerated.  Shorts, skirts, and tank tops must pass the “card” test in order to be appropriate for school.  ID card, driver’s license, or debit cards are examples of cards that can be used for this self-check.  All tops must be at least long enough to meet the top of pants or skirts. Girls will wear modest tops which adequately covers cleavage. Pants must be worn at the waist and any exposure of underclothing is unacceptable and may not have chains or other attachments.  Pajamas and bedroom slippers are not to be worn unless part of a school activity. Please see the examples provided on the last page of the agenda book. Students may wear leggings (tights are not considered leggings) but the shirt worn with the leggings must completely cover the buttock area.  If a child is not in compliance with the dress code, a parent will be notified to bring their child appropriate clothing.  If the parent is unable to be reached, the child will be placed in ISS for the remainder of the day or provided with acceptable attire, when available.
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
