Enrichment Opportunities 
The Haywood County 21st CCLC program will provide a wide array of enrichment opportunities that complement the academic day. Enrichment activities range in academic enrichment to arts, recreation, and service learning. All 21st CCLC registered students may participate in any/all enrichment activities offered through the 21st CCLC program at no charge.

 Nutritional Snacks and Availability of Drinking Water & Proper Nutrition 

All participants will be served a healthy snack when appropriate. This snack will be provided by the various vendors including the Haywood County Schools school nutrition department, which meets the criteria for a healthy and balanced snack. All 21st CCLC participants will have access to water fountains and be provided various breaks for water and restrooms.  Should any participant have a food allergy or any food related issues that need to be addressed, it will be his/her (parents/guardian) responsibility to notify and discuss this with the HCLC staff prior to participation.
Healthy Living & Resistance Behaviors –

Programming will be available as a supplement to the HCLC’s 21st CCLC activities that promotes and educates students and families on dental health, tobacco, drug, and alcohol prevention as well as resistance behaviors. Students will grow vegetables and learn healthy cooking and nutrition habits

Academic Enhancement / STEM Education

HCLC will focus on a diverse field of study in E-STEM Environmental Science Technology Engineering Math which seeks to engage students and provide them with an opportunity to learn about the environment with new and current  technologies that promote scientific research and data collection development of  21st century skills ( Creativity, innovation, communication and collaboration.) sustainable, informed communities that are economically, environmentally, and socially sound .E-STEM creates the real-world context in which to develop the critical thinking and problem solving skills that every citizen needs in the 21st Century. It prepares students for today’s jobs and those of the future, strengthening our economy, conserving resources, and informing wise decision making in the face of complex choices.  Students will engage in hands on learning activities which will encompass exploration in natural resources, technology, entrepreneurship, water quality, green construction, air quality, energy efficiency, and waste management.
Provide leadership that results in the most innovative community-based programming that fosters cultural and intellectual teaching and learning with an emphasis on creative expression, social interaction, global understanding, and personal satisfaction.  Engage in continuous research and development in an attempt to provide the most diverse and comprehensive slate of classes; experimental and pilot programs; person enrichment courses; workshops; seminars; presentations; and specialty schools.  Assure that lifelong learning opportunities are made available to all students.

Career Choices & the online 10-year plan is an interdisciplinary curriculum that engages students and teachers in an interactive learning process, helping them develop the knowledge, skills, and attitudes needed to successfully: 

· examine their own lives

· explore and evaluate a wide range of education and career options, and

· make reasoned and researched goals for their future.

Career Choices  course facilitates the in-depth exploration of three fundamental questions:

1. Who am I?
2. What do I want?
3. How do I get it?

These questions drive the academically-integrated curriculum, making it relevant, rigorous, and relationship-rich. The course culminates with students developing an individualized, online, 10-year plan that motivates them to envision a self-sufficient, productive life beyond high school, college or post-secondary training.
Instructors use the 10-year plans for advisory and academic coaching functions, particularly when student's educational effort does not match their lifestyle expectations.

Career Choices and the 10-year Plan align to The George Washington University’s Freshman Transition Initiative whole-school redesign model and Course Standards for Freshman Transition Classes, as well as the U.S. Department of Education’s recommendations for successful dropout prevention programs.

HCLC will offer a Cultural Arts program which will encompass creative thinking & writing, visual arts, literature, and dramatic arts through a cross-genre and interdisciplinary platform including technology as a medium. Through cultural art activities 21st CCCLC participants will experience opportunity to relate to our current environment through an exploration through creativity. HCLC anticipates art driven roundtables, participation in local theater, and events. Students will explore current events to expand a global view. Students will enhance ELA and interdisciplinary skills.
