ELIGIBILITY

SELECTION PROCESS

A scholarship selection committee appointed by the Foundation President and Executive Director shall select scholarship recipients.  The committee shall consist of representatives of the Foundation, the schools, and the community.  The selection process shall consist of a review and evaluation of the scholarship application and possibly a personal interview.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARD

The amount of individual scholarship awards may vary dependent upon need and the number of awards for a given year.  In no case shall the total amount of scholarship funds awarded exceed $2,000 per calendar year.
