Grant requests generally should not exceed $400.00.

Partial funding may be provided.

6.
Blue Ridge Paper and/or Haywood County Schools Foundation Board personnel may visit classes to observe projects.

7.
Each project grantee must complete a project evaluation, which will be made available to Blue Ridge Paper and the Haywood County Schools Foundation Board.  Grantees who fail to complete evaluation will be ineligible for future Haywood County Schools Foundation grants.
