The A.E.O.P. will award a scholarship for $500 renewable for four years or eight semesters.  This scholarship will assist a Haywood County senior pursue a college degree.  The association decided to name the scholarship in honor of Sharon H. Blankenship for her many years of dedicated service.  She has served in many capacities within the organization and has been involved in the selection process for the scholarship since its inception.  She retired in 2008 with 32 years of dedicated service to the Haywood County Schools.  On December 21, 2011, Ms. Blankenship passed away.  This  scholarship is given in her memory.
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· Graduating senior from Haywood County Schools
· Financial need

· Academic achievement

· Applicants taking Office Systems Technology and/or a major relating to the Administrative Assistant Field, financial need and GPA of 2.5 or better.

· Participation in extracurricular activities and community service 

PROCESS

The Haywood County A.E.O.P. will review and make a recommendation for the recipient of the scholarship.  The selection process shall consist of a review and evaluation of the scholarship application and possibly a personal interview.  The Board of Directors of the Foundation will make the final decision on the recipient of this scholarship. The Board’s decision shall be final. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the scholarship fund. 

PAYMENT OF AWARDS

Payment of scholarship awards will be made at the beginning of the school year or at the beginning of each semester.  Checks will be made payable to the school for student's account and will be forwarded to the financial aid office.  A copy of the previous semester grades is required to be submitted to the Foundation before further payment will occur.
