· Scholastic Achievement GPA 3.0
· Must be going into the health profession field
· A letter written to Dr. Black telling about themselves and their future plans.
· Extra-curricular activities

ELECTION PROCESS AND AWARD

The process for selecting recipients of the Black Orthodontics Scholarship will be established by the Scholarship Committee.  The committee is composed of teachers, guidance personnel, administrators and members of HCSF Board of Directors.  A personal interview may be required. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the Black Orthodontics Scholarship Fund.
