· A 500 word essay has to be written to describe how the person he/she knew that had cancer touched his/her life
ELECTION PROCESS AND AWARD

The process for selecting recipients of the Elayne Tucker Wadsworth Honorary Scholarship will be established by the Scholarship Committee. The committee is composed of teachers, guidance personnel, administrators and members of the Wadsworth family. A personal interview may be required. One award will be given each year.  The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable Foundation, will administer the Elayne Tucker Wadsworth Honorary Scholarship.
