ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· Graduating Senior from Pisgah High School
· Pursuing a higher- education degree in Music
PROCESS

The Pisgah High School Music Department will appoint a committee to review the applications. The committee will make a recommendation for the recipient of the scholarship.  The selection process shall consist of a review and evaluation of the scholarship application and possibly a personal interview.  The Board of Directors of the Foundation will make the final decision on the recipient of this scholarship. The Board’s decision shall be final. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the scholarship fund.
