ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

· The scholarship is available to all children or legal stepchildren of active, retired or deceased employees of the Canton Mill or Waynesville Plant of Evergreen Packaging, Inc.

· Students must rank in the top third of their high school graduating class. 

· Scholastic aptitude tests, high school records and personal biographies are required of each applicant.

· The scholarship program is for graduating high school seniors only.

· Winners must attend an accredited four-year institution of higher learning.
SELECTION PROCESS AND AWARD

The process for selecting recipients of the scholarship will be through an impartial selection procedure established by the Board of Directors of the Robertson Scholarship Foundation.  A personal interview may be required.  Last year a four-year scholarship for $2,000 was awarded. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the scholarship fund.
