ELECTION PROCESS AND AWARD

The committee is composed of Waynesville Kiwanis Club members and will make a recommendation for the recipients of the scholarship.  The selection process shall consist of a review and evaluation of the scholarship application and possibly a personal interview.  The Board of Directors of the Foundation will make the final decision on the recipients of this scholarship. The Board’s decision shall be final. Two awards will be given each year in the amount of $500-$1000. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the Waynesville Kiwanis Club Scholarship Fund.
