Scholarships Available 2012
Tuscola High School
The Haywood County Schools Foundation wants to remind students, parents and guardians about the student scholarship program for 2011-2012.  Scholarship applications and fact sheets are available from Haywood County High School guidance counselors and on-line at http://www.hcsf.haywood.k12.nc.us/.   They must be returned to the Guidance Office at your high school no later than Friday March 23, 2012. Foundation scholarships totaling over $165,000 to be awarded include:

James and Betty Scott Memorial 

Up to $10,000 award renewable for a total of 4 years ($40,000 maximum) established to assist graduating seniors at Tuscola High School.  Selection is based on financial need, commitment to community service, potential for success in college, character/leadership qualities and interview.

Reuben B. Robertson Scholarship Foundation

The Robertson Scholarship Foundation was established through the voluntary contributions of employees of the Carolina Division of Champion Papers, Inc. as a perpetual tribute to Reuben B. Robertson for his continuous efforts on their behalf, and in recognition of his endless contributions toward the welfare of humanity. The Robertson Scholarship Foundation will provide educational scholarship assistance to worthy young men and young women at the college or university level. Last year a student received a $2,000 scholarship for 4 years or $1,000.00 for 8 semesters.

Altrusa International of Waynesville 

The Altrusa Club of Waynesville is a volunteer service organization of business and professional leaders, dedicated to improving their communities by personal service.  Scholarships have been established with the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., to provide financial support to graduating seniors in the Haywood County Public Schools.  The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc will administer the Altrusa International of Waynesville Scholarships.  Last year $8,000 was awarded in scholarships.  Amounts awarded to recipients ranged from $1,000 to $2,000.

Iona J. Tyson Memorial 
$1,000 award renewable for a total of 4 years established for a graduating senior in the Haywood County Schools to pursue a degree in Education.  The students must be planning to enroll in one of the North Carolina’s sixteen constituent Universities.

Tuscola Athletic Club
Students are selected by the administration at Tuscola High School who has excelled academically and athletically during their high school career.  One female and one male student last year were awarded a $600 scholarship for 4 years or $300 for 8 semesters.

Roland Leatherwood Champion Credit Union 

Four scholarships for $1,000 renewable ($4,000 maximum) for four years available to high school seniors in Haywood, Buncombe, and Henderson Counties.  Must be the child, grandchild, or legal stepchild of an active, retired, or deceased member of Champion Credit Union.  Selection criteria also include: Community involvement, extra-curricular activities, academic achievement and financial need.

Howard A. Splitt/Waynesville Rotary 

Two $1,500 scholarships are available to Tuscola High School Seniors who have a financial need, yet they have maintained a high scholastic average.  Applicants must attend a community college or University in North Carolina. This scholarship is renewable, but the applicant must compete with next year’s seniors.
Home Builders Association of Haywood County 

Two scholarships available to high school seniors who plan to attend a 2 or 4-year college and major in a field related to the building industry. Last year $1,000 in scholarships were awarded. 
Sharon H. Blankenship AEOP
$500 renewable for a total of 4 years for your choice of studies.  Selection criteria include: Financial need and GPA of 2.5 or better.

Robert E. and Viola Forga
$2,000 one time award (actual amount depends upon need) for study in an approved post-secondary program including:  technical/community college, junior college of four-year institution.  Selection criteria include:  financial need and GPA of 2.5 or better. 

Dr. Alan R. & Rita M. Brown Memorial 

$1,000 one-time award for study in a technical, community, or four year college. Criteria for selection include community involvement, extra curricular activities, scholastic achievement, and financial need.

Waynesville Kiwanis Club
The primary mission of the Waynesville Kiwanis Club is to support the youth of Haywood County.  The fund raising events that the club conducts during the year provide the resources that the club uses to award scholarships to local high school seniors. A $1,000 scholarship will be awarded to students at Tuscola High School.
James E. and Lela Crocker Symphonic Band Award

This $750 cash award will be made to the senior at Tuscola High School who demonstrates superior musicianship.  The applicant must be enrolled in the symphonic band for at least 3 years.  The recipient does not have to pursue a degree in music. The applicants may be required to interview and audition.

Cynthia Shepherd Culbertson Memorial 
$500 one time award open to any Haywood County graduating senior.  Selection criteria include:  financial need, human services field of study in UNC Constituent institution and experience working with children and arts involvement.
WAYNESVILLE LODGE NO. 1769 BENEVOLENT AND PROTECTIVE ORDER OF ELKS 

The Benevolent and Protective Order of Elks of Waynesville, a fraternal organization, serves the people and communities of Haywood County through benevolent programs, demonstrating that Elks Care and Elks Share. Scholarships have been established with the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., to provide financial support to graduating seniors in the Haywood County Public Schools.   Amounts are to be awarded to recipients in the amount of $500.00 each.
Haywood County Schools Foundation 

The board of directors of the Haywood County Schools Foundation is committed to providing scholarships to senior in the Haywood County public schools.  The foundation board realizes the need for students graduating from high school to attend a post secondary school.  Funds from our annual Mardi Gras Dance will be used to provide scholarships for students in the Haywood County Public Schools.  Last year $6,000 was available.

$500 one time award available to one Tuscola, Pisgah (Roger Carver Memorial), Central Haywood High Schools vocational education student for study in a technical, community or four-year college.  In addition, there will be three $500 scholarships available to all graduating seniors in Haywood County. Criteria for selection include excellence in vocational courses as well as overall academic performance.

Waynesville Woman's Club 

$500 one time award available to female students at Tuscola High School for college study.  Criteria for selection include:  scholastic achievement, community involvement, extra curricular activities and financial need.  There will be two $500 scholarships available in the spring of 2012.

Adeline B. Patrick Memorial 

$500 one-time scholarship awarded by a committee to a senior at Tuscola/Pisgah High School who has excelled in the field of music.  Recipients have participated in symphonic band for a minimum of three years and are seeking a degree in music.

United Community Bank 

Two $500 one-time scholarships available to any senior in the Haywood County Public Schools. The applicants will be selected based on financial need and scholastic achievement.
QuickDraw Art
One-time scholarships are available to seniors in the Haywood County School System to finance any form of post high school art study or art supplies.  Applicants must demonstrate an outstanding aptitude in the field of art.  Last year three $1,000 scholarships were given.
Lake Junaluska Servant Leader 

The Lake Junaluska Assembly is providing one $500 one-time scholarships to students in the Haywood County Schools.  This scholarship will be awarded to a student who is of a racial ethnic minority and demonstrate financial need and academic achievement.

Trooper Anthony G Cogdill Memorial  
A scholarship fund has been established in memory of Trooper Anthony G. Cogdill who was tragically killed in the line of duty. This fund will provide scholarships for students at Tuscola High School to pursue a degree in law enforcement.

Two $500 one-time scholarships available to any senior in the Haywood County Public Schools. The applicants will be selected based on financial need and scholastic achievement.

Two $500 one-time scholarships to the student of the year at Pisgah and Tuscola High Schools.  Suntrust wants to recognize two students from the high schools who exemplified outstanding academic achievement, community involvement and student leadership.  The administration at both high schools will select the recipients.

$500 one-time award available to a senior in the Haywood County Public Schools for study in the science field with preference given to students who are entering into a pre-veterinarian or veterinarian tech program.  Dr. Mack Setser is a long time supporter of the Haywood County Public Schools.   He served as a board member and past chairman of the Haywood County Board of Education and founded the Junaluska Animal Hospital.

Dr. Kristen Hammett/ Animal Hospital of Waynesville

Dr. Kristen Hammett, a local Veterinarian, has established a scholarship fund with the Haywood County Schools Foundation to assist high school seniors who want to enter a veterinary technician program at a community College in North Carolina.  This scholarship is available to all high school seniors in the Haywood County Public Schools.  This year $500 will be available.
Haywood County Democratic Women 
The Haywood County Democratic Women Scholarship has been established as a means of assisting a graduating female senior from Haywood County attend a community or 4-year institution of higher learning. Last year 2 - $500 scholarships will be available.
Buddy Chandler  – A $500 scholarship is awarded to a student at Tuscola who exemplifies the character and moral values that former principal Buddy Chandler exhibited while at Tuscola High School.

Jack Somberg Clyde Lions Club Memorial 
The Clyde Lions Club has established a scholarship fund with the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc. utilizing contributions by Lions Club members and a gift by Jack Somberg.  The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc will administer the Memorial Scholarship Fund.  This scholarship is available to all high school seniors in the Haywood County Public Schools who will be attending Haywood Community College.

Vincent Inman Memorial 
The Vincent Inman Memorial Scholarship Fund has been established with the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., to honor Vincent’s memory and love to the students at Meadowbrook Elementary School. Vincent’s family, friends and faculty at Meadowbrook Elementary School have established the memorial scholarship fund. Last year a $500 scholarship was given to a student who had attended Meadowbrook Elementary School. 

Fraternal Order of Police
The Haywood County Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) Lodge # 16 want to help deserving students who wish to continue their education in the criminal justice field or family member of a law enforcement officer.  Last year a $500 one-time scholarship was available.  Funds for these scholarships are raised through events held during the year by members of the Haywood County Fraternal Order of Police #16. 
David Sherrill Memorial 
Family and friends of David established a scholarship to honor his hard work and dedication to school, church and baseball.  A $500 scholarship will be given to a student a Tuscola who exemplifies his hard work, ethics, and going above and beyond what is required.  Last year two scholarships were granted.
Old Town Bank
Two $500 one-time scholarships available to any senior in the Haywood County Public Schools. The applicants will be selected based on financial need and scholastic achievement
Patton School Alumni Association 

The Patton School Alumni Association, a non-profit service and social organization, has established a scholarship fund to be administered by the Haywood County Schools Foundation. The scholarship awards are intended solely to descendants of Patton School alumni.  A selection committee will determine award amounts.  Last year four $1,000 scholarships were awarded.
Scott Sisters 

This scholarship is created in memory of Janet Scott Brown who was an administrative assistant to the President of Mount Olive College, in honor of Joan Scott Craddock who is in health care at Washington County Hospital, and Joyce Lackey who taught English at Tuscola Senior High School for 28 years.  The $300 scholarship is made possible through the Scott family for a female student in Haywood County.

Dustin Travis Moody Memorial 
In April of 2008 Dustin Moody competed as a member of the Tuscola High School Track team in a conference meet and achieved one of his life long dreams of eclipsing the six-foot barrier in the high jump.  Later that month Dustin lost his life in a tragic car accident.  In the spring of 2009, the first scholarship was awarded to a student who attended Western Carolina University. Criteria for selection include: pursuing a degree in the medical field, involved in athletic activities, a good student and someone who needs financial assistance to attend college.  The amount of the scholarship will be determined by the funds available for distribution next year.  Last year one $500 scholarship was awarded.
Friends of Dustin Moody

This scholarship is awarded to a student at Pisgah and Tuscola who have undergone struggles and hardships in their life, but have proven successful in school.  This is a one-time $500 scholarship.

Waynesville Lions Club
Two $500 one-time scholarships available to any senior in the Haywood County Public Schools. The applicants will be selected based on financial need and scholastic achievement.

Patricia C. Liner, RN Memorial 
The scholarship fund will be available to students in the Haywood County Public schools who are pursing an education leading towards a career in the nursing field.  Amount of scholarships will be determined by the money available from the trust.  Last year 3 scholarships for $1,000 for 4 years were awarded.
Tuscola High Class of 1971 – New 2011-
The Tuscola High School Class of 1971 has established a scholarship fund to be administered by the Haywood County Schools Foundation.  The scholarship will be awarded to a high school senior from Tuscola High School.  Preference will be given but not limited to a child/grandchild of a graduate of the class of 1971.  This year a minimum of $500 will be available and as funds grow the amount may be increased.  
MedWest Haywood Carolinas Health Care Center
The Haywood Regional Medical Center has established a scholarship to be administered by the Haywood County Schools Foundation.  The scholarship will be awarded to a high school senior in the Haywood County Public schools.  Preference will be given to a student who is pursing a degree in the medical field.  Last year a $500 one-time scholarship was awarded to two students.

Elayne Wadsworth Scholarship 
The fund has been established with the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc. to honor Elayne's valiant on-going fight against cancer.  The scholarship will be awarded to a high school senior from Tuscola High School.   Graduating senior must be a Haywood County resident, the student needs to have been touched in some way by cancer and a 500 word essay has to be written to describe how the person he/she knew that had cancer touched his/her life.

Thomas and Patricia Posey Scholarship 
Thomas C. Posey and Patricia P. Posey spent their entire careers as Haywood County School educators.  They have established this scholarship to help insure that deserving high school graduates have an opportunity to attend college.  Graduating senior from Haywood County Public Schools must be a Haywood County resident with 2.5 grade point average or higher, demonstrated financial need, active in community service, preference given to students overcoming significant adversity and students planning to attend NC community college.
Fred “Pops” Peithman Memorial

The Fred “POPs” Peithman Memorial Scholarship Fund has been established by the Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc. to honor Mr. Peithman’s memory and commitment to the students of Tuscola High School and for his love of golf.  The Memorial Fund has been established by Mr. Peithman’s family and friends. This scholarship is available to seniors at Tuscola High School who are members of the golf team.
