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DESCRIPTION:
The Ladies Lunch Bunch of Pisgah High School Scholarship was established by Class of 1968 Alumni to provide a scholarship to a female graduating high school senior.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
To receive consideration, applicants must:
· Attend Pisgah High School in Canton, NC
· A female graduating high school senior

SELECTION PROCESS AND AWARDS
A scholarship committee of the Haywood County Schools Foundation and Pisgah High school will review all completed scholarship applications. The committee reserves the right to rescind an award should a recipient’s circumstances change, such as failure to graduate from high school or failure to enroll at an accredited institution. The selection process shall consist of a review and evaluation of the scholarship applications and possibly a personal interview.  The Board of Directors of the Foundation will make the final decision on the recipients of this scholarship. The Board’s decision shall be final. The Haywood County Schools Foundation, Inc., a tax-exempt charitable foundation, will administer the scholarship fund.
