Modifications can be made with regular education students or students in specialized programs.  Modified grades have no effect on student promotion or retention.  Promotion and retention decisions are based upon the student’s ability to perform at or above state and local standards.  These standards include standardized tests, attendance, mastery of grade level skills and other related factors.
