Research has proven 

that this is a serious problem when kids don’t read over the summer.   

Because we don’t want our Hazelwood students to experience the Summer Slide, here are some 

great opportunities to keep your child focused on reading:   

 Students can also come to the Hazelwood Summer Reading program.  The library 

will be open for book checkout every Tuesday starting on June  24th and ending on 

August 5th.  It will be open from 11am to 1pm.   

 The Haywood County Public Library will also be having a Summer Reading 

program called “Fizz - Boom - Read”.  Below is information from the Public Library:   

o The 2014 Summer Reading Program is all about science with the themes: Fizz Boom Read! and 

Spark a Reaction. The program will start with kickoff events at the Canton Branch Library on 

Wednesday, June 18th at 11:00 a.m and at the Waynesville Library on Thursday, June 19th at 

11:00 a.m. This year participants will keep track of how many minutes they read to earn points at 

try to reach the Hall of Fame by the end of the summer reading program (Monday, August 25th). 

Participants will also have opportunities to earn points by attending library programs, visiting the 

library, checking out materials, and much more. With a high-tech science and gaming theme we 

are also going high-tech by offering online reading logs that will allow participants to keep track of 

how many minutes they read online.
