This slide refers to the drop in a student’s reading level over the summer and the loss of many reading skills and strategies learned over the school year.  This happens when a student doesn’t read over the summer.  Research has proven that this is a serious problem when kids don’t read over the summer.  

Because we don’t want our Hazelwood students to experience the Summer Slide, here are some great opportunities to keep your child focused on reading:  

· Students can also come to the Hazelwood Summer Reading program.  The library will be open for book checkout every Tuesday starting on June  23rd  and ending on August 4th.  It will be open from 11am to 1pm.  Storytime will happen from 11:30-12:00 with a special guest reader each week.
· Enter the Barnes and Noble Summer Reading Challenge.  Information went home with your child about this program during the week of June 8th. If a student fills out a reading log for 8 books with a 1-2 sentence recommendation, they can hand it in to Barnes and Noble in Asheville and pick a free book from a selected list of GREAT books!
